ATTENDANCE AT SCHOOL

Below are the attendance rates for 2025 up to today, against the Ministry of Education
headings and expectations.

While there was a lot of illness in Term 3, we need to improve attendance for tamariki in
2026. Non-attendance leads to tamariki falling behind with their learning, struggling
with friendships, can lead to difficulties with social and emotional skills as well as
finding their place at school. Tamariki need all of the above to achieve their potential at
school and in life.
